2. Locate the white and blue wires inside the
switch housing labeled FOR LIGHT.

4. Raise and hold the light kit assembly close
to the mounting plate of the ceiling fan. Push
the square wire connectors together. (Fig. 2)

NOTE: The square connectors are color
coded. Match the color coded sides of each
plug and push. They will attach ONLY when
matched correctly.

5. Carefully push all wires back into the switch
housing, then install the light kit assembly onto
the mounting plate with 3 screws provided. Be
sure to tighten all screws. (Fig. 2)

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4. INSTALLING THE LIGHT BULBS &

2. Insert the beaded pull chains through the
holes in the glass shade. Now place the glass
shade over the light kit stem. Secure the
shade with a rubber washer and metal nut.

3. Slip the beaded pull chain from the fan
through the outside hole in the glass shade
and through the outside hole in the glass cap.
Feed the light fixture beaded pull chain
through the center hole in the glass shade and
through the center hole in the glass cap.
