All electrical connections must be in accordance with all ordinances,

Local and National Electrical Codes.

mounting to a standard 4” x 2 1/2”metal octagon outlet box. The box WHAT WE PROVIDE WHAT YOU NEED
must be directly supported by the building structure and U.L. Recognized. ® Crossbar ® Screwdriver

Before starting your installation disconnect the Power by turning off the ® 1 x Glass Shade by Electrical Code
Circuit Breaker or by removing the fuse at the fuse box. Just turning the ® 5x 26w GU24
light off at the light switch is not sufficient to prevent electrical shock.

PREPARE THE FIXTURE

If there is an existing fixture remove it. Expose the
supply wires from the j-box. Lay the fixture on a soft
surface, remove all the packaging material. Determine
the desired length of your fixture. Remove the undesired

chain links with a chain pliers. If there is too much wire

cut the wire leaving at least 1 1/2 “ to make the

necessary connections.
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PREPARE THE FIXTURE (2)

Thread the supplied nipple into the canopy loop
and adjust the length. Insert the top of the nipple
through the hole in the canopy. Thread the hex nut
onto the nipple and then the supplied crossbar.
Adijust the hex nut so that the crossbar can’t be
moved. Weave the fixture and ground wires through
the chain links, the canopy loop and the central hole

of the nipple.

SECURE GLASS SHADE AND METAL RING
Insert the glass shade into the metal ring.

Align the holes in the sides of each arm with the holes
located on either side of the U-shaped metal clips
located on the top of the ring, by inserting the arms
into the clips. Secure the arms by inserting the supplied
screws through the clip and securing with the

supplied finials on either end of the screws.

CROSS BAR AND WIRE CONNECTIONS

Secure the crossbar to the J-Box with the supplied
screws. Gently pull the supply wires down. Connect the
black supply wire to the black fixture wire. Secure
with the supplied wire nuts. Connect the white supply
wires to the white fixture wire. Secure with the
supplied wire nuts. Either wrap the green wire

around one the protruding screw or connect it to the
supply ground wire. Secure all wire with U.L Certified
electrical tape (not supplied).

Tuck all wires carefully into the J-box.
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CANOPY LOOP SECURE CANOPY LOOP RING

Secure the canopy loop ring onto the canopy

CANOPY LOOP RING loop such that the canopy is held flush to the

ceiling.

INSERT THE BULBS

Insert the bulbd into the socket.

DO NOT EXCEED THE RECOMMENDED

WATTAGE ON THE LABEL.
