STEP 7 - Apply Silicone Sealer

A. Make sure the exterior wall surface and fixture backplate are free

of dirt before applying caulk. Using exterior grade caulk, caulk over
top of backplate and down both sides. Do not caulk the bottom of
the fixture backplate to ensure proper moisture drainage.

Your fixture is now assembled and ready to use. Enjoy!
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STEP 5 - Install Glasses

A.Remove two shade holders from
the Cage (G) by unscrewing two
lock screws.

B. Place the Glass Panel (D) into the
bottom of the Cage (G) first.

C. Place the Curve Glass (E) on the
Glass Panel (D) in the Cage (G).

D. Secure the Glass Panel (D) and
the Curve Glass (E) by placing
previously removed glass holders
back onto the Cage (G). Hand
tighten two previously removed
lock screws back into the Cage (G)
until snug.
