FIXTURE INSTALLATION

1. Disassemble the frame by unscrewing the frame unto the base. (See Figure-01)
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2. Connect the ground wire of the fixture by Fastening Copper Fixture wire i
to the Green or Copper Wire in the Post. Fasten the wires together with an CL,P/
approved fastener (wire nut). Starting about 1" below the fastener, tightly I I
wrap the connection with electrical tape so that the connections seals the 1 I
end of the fastener. I I

Fasten the
joined wires as in step 3.
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5. Install the Base unto the post and secure it with flat head screw SLOT/ FRAME /

6. Install the Lamps. (Type-B Lamp)
